A Master's Degree Signifies a Higher Education, But is it Required?

In today's workforce, some jobs 

prefer people to achieve a master's de-
gree because it indicates that they are 
more serious about their career path. 
It's no secret that having a master's 
degree can signify having a higher ed-
ucation. 

In an article written by fastcompa-
ny.com, over the years, companies are 
more likely to hire people who have a 
master's degree over those that do not. 

The article claims that "Nearly a 
third (32%) of employers are bump-
ing up education requirements for 
new hires. According to a new survey 
from CareerBuilder, 27% are recruit-
ing those who hold master's degrees 
for positions that used to only require 
four-year degrees." 

While a bachelor's degree indicates 
that you had received a good educa-
tion, companies seem to prefer those 
who take the extra step and take the  

initiative to achieve a higher degree. 
A bachelor's degree generally takes 

around four years to achieve, while a 
master's degree may take six years. 

While a bachelor's degree is re-
quired for most jobs, a master's degree 
is preferred. As a result, a master's de-
gree recipient may get paid more than  

those who have a bachelor's degree.

tistics (BLS) discussed the salaries of 
different professions who have a mas-
ter's degree:

In a Princeton University study on 
who really impacts public policy, schol-
ars found that our political leaders bare-
ly pass laws that the vast majority of the 
people want. Instead, our political leaders 
follow their PACs and what other special 
interest groups want. 

Furthermore, with the census, an ex-
tensive survey done by the population of 
the United States every 10 years, coming 
up soon, it is very crucial to be active and 
utilize your political voice in the upcom-
ing election years.  

tax rate went from thirty-five percent to 
twenty-one percent, and this is perma-
nent. 

Although there were tax cuts for 
middle and lower class people, those tax 
cuts have a "sunset" provision attached 
to them. After the tax cuts for the middle 
and lower class ends, their taxes increase. 

With corporations getting tax cuts 
through President Trump's tax bill, cor-
porations also get an additional tax cut 
through "tax repatriation." 

According to Fortune Magazine, an 
estimated $2.6 trillion dollars of corpo-
rate taxes lay idle in foreign banks. Cor-
porations are demanding to pay less taxes 
on that $2.6 trillion. 

If an ordinary citizen was to try this, 
they would be in jail for tax evasion. 
However, large corporations can get 
away with it. 

The military also has become a se-
rious problem in the United States. Ac-
cording to National Priorities Project, the 
FY 2019 federal discretionary spending 
($1.19 trillion) had over fifty percent of 
the federal budget going to the military. 

According to Forbes, the Pentagon 
and the Housing and Urban Development 
could not account for $21 trillion that had 
been spent. Furthermore, the Pentagon 
also could not account for $8.5 trillion 
that had been appropriated to the Penta-
gon since 1996, according to Yahoo Fi-
nance. 

Time Magazine reports that the gov-
ernment spent up to $1.45 trillion on 
the F-35 military jet. There was just one 
problem with the jet: it has problems fly-
ing. 

Our government has plenty of mon- 

ey to spend on the military, however our 
political leaders usually tell us that we're 
not able to afford tuition-free colleges. 

According to USA Today, Senator 
Bernie Sanders's tuition-free college pro-
gram would cost up to $70 billion, far less 
than what our government spends on the 
military. 

Minimum wage increase is much 
needed in the United States. According 
to the Economic Policy Institute, pro-
ductivity from American workers has 
skyrocketed since the 1970's. However, 
hourly compensation for Americans has 
stagnated. 

According to a report written by the 
Economic Policy Institute about raising 
the federal minimum wage to $10.10, 
there would be an estimated net gain of 
$22.1 billion in the economy, if the fed-
eral minimum wage was increased to 
$10.10. This, in part, would be due to 
consumers having more money in their 
pockets to spend. 

Also according to this report, there 
would also be an estimated 85,000 net 
gain in job creation. This is would also 
be due, in part, by businesses who would 
need more workers to service the con-
sumers who have more money to spend. 

With all these political issues weigh-
ing down, it may seem overwhelming to 
fix them. However, with more involv,, 
ment in our civic duty, such as voting and 
activism, we can fix the situation in the 
United States.

with resume building but can also help 
with interviews when asked about how 
such a job may have shaped you for this 
new one. 

Be sure to keep your resume to one 
page. Many companies will not look at a 
resume that is convoluted and unneces-
sarily long. That's what your CV is for. 

A CV is a whole other professional 
beast. 

While most think its essentially the 
same as your resume, this is a misconcep-
tion. 

A CV, or curriculum vitae, is a de-
tailed list of your academic experience 
including any honors, relevant courses, 
course work and publications for your 
future career. 

Also included in our CV is an .ro- 

fessional experience, certifications and 
skills. 

While your resume limits you one 
page, a CV is your chance to elaborate on 
all of experience that makes you unique 
and qualified for a job or career. 

Your CV should showcase anything 
you did in your college career that is rele-
vant to your intended career such as term 
papers, final projects, experiments, publi-
cations, extracurricular activities and any 
courses you took that provide you with a 
specialized skill-set. 

For example, if you want to be a jour-
nalist, you wouldn't include everything 
you've ever written, but instead would 
include papers that were highly investi-
gative, persuasive and translative as these 
show skills needed for a career in jour-
nalism. 

Keep the others for your portfolio--
not your CV. 

If you spent a semester abroad, al-
ways put that in your CV under your edu-
cational experience. 

Not only does it show an adaptive and 
well-rounded attitude about education, it 
can always serve as a conversation start-
er for professionals to review your CV 
during an interview. 

If you can get someone who has also 
traveled to that country or city and strike 
up a conversation about the food or the 
culture, you may just have a personable 
edge on the other candidates. 

Try to keep your CV to about 2-3 pag-
es. Anything more aught seem excessive. 

Finally, when it comes to your cover 
letter, sell yourself. 

Confidence is key for a cover letter as 
this is your chance to write about yourself 
without a rigid format or in bulleted form. 

While you should always say that it 
would be a fantastic opportunity to work 
with the company, you should also tell 
them why you would be an asset to them. 

Talk about your skills as a leader, a 
member of a team, with time manage-
ment and adaptability. 

No matter the job or company, those 
skills are required across the board. 

Finally, make sure to thank them for 
their time and consideration and sign 
your cover letter at the bottom. "Regards" 
or "Best" is always classy, and is a perfect 
way to round up that winning cover letter. 

Overall, presenting yourself in the 
highest regard on paper is the key to your 
future employers. While your college ca-
reer may be over, your whole life is ahead 
of you-so get writing! Revamping your resume is essential for your ideal post-graduation career 
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"The Master's Degree" 
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"A sample of median salaries for 
careers that require a master's degree, 
as provided by the BLS in May 2016, 
indicates that nurse practitioners made 
$100,910 annually, education adminis-
trators made $92,510, occupational ther-
apists made $81,910, physician assistants 
made $101,480, and speech-language pa-
thologists made $74,680." 

Study.com  also referenced another 
study from The National Association of 
Colleges and Employers in which they 
recorded the salary for those who have a 
bachelor's degree in 2013. 

They Ibund that people who had a 
bachelor's degree in elementary educa-
tion, history and nursing had an average 
starting salary of $39,000, $42,100 and 
$52,000 respectively. 

People who pursued a degree in engi-
neering, such as chemical to mechanical 
engineering that only had a bachelor's de-
gree had an average starting salary rang-
ing from $63,900 to $96,200 according to 
The National Association of Colleges and 
Employers in 2013. 

According to salary.com, public 
school teachers who had a bachelor's 
degree had salaries that ranged from 
$52,520 to $56,629. Public school teach- 

ers who had a master's degree had sala-
ries ranging from $53,045 to $57,267. 

In order to achieve a master's degree, 
you need to attend around two more years 
of college than you would with a bach-
elor's degree. You might even need to 
attend graduate school depending on the 
degree you want to pursue. 

In addition, people can attend college 
to work on their degree, or they can sim-
ply take online courses from online col-
leges. 

Information for geteducated.corn in- 

dicated that, "a master's degree program 
typically requires a year and one-half to 
two years of full-time study spanning 36 
to 54 semester credits." This amount of 
credits equals around 12 to 18 college 
courses according to the website. 

Due to the fact that achieving a mas-
ter's degree requires you to go to school 
for a longer period of time, it can be prov-
en costly. 

Geteducated.com  included that "The 
National Center for Education Statistics 
reports that the average cost for a mas-

ter's program tuition and fees is about 
$16.435 per the 2012-2013 school year 
(based on in-state residency)." 

Even though the steps to obtaining a 
master's degree can be quite costly and it 
is a difficult path to follow, it may secure 
a brighter future for you in the end. 

By obtaining your master's degree, 
you have access to more job opportuni-
ties, as well as a higher income than those 
who apply to jobs that only have a bach-
elor's degree.

CSI features 27 unique fields one can 
score a masters degree from. Some of 
the program concentrations include: ac-
counting, biology, computer science, and 
a range of teaching degrees tailored to a 
specific grade of schooling. 

Information about the various degrees 
can be found on the CSI website. 

There, students will find a list of the 
graduate programs CSI has to offer as 
well as the coordinator/director and the 
application deadline for each particular 
program. 

Prospective students are urged to 
apply online. The link to the application 
form as well as all other functions regard-
ing the graduate admissions process can 
be found in the column menu on the left 
side of the page once you are on the grad-
uate school webpage. 

All applicants must pay a $125.00 
non-refundable fee to get their applica-
tion processed. 

Official transcripts from all post-sec-
ondary (education after high-school) in-
stitutions must be requested and sent CSI. 
CSI transcripts do not need to be request-
ed as the Office of Recruitment and Ad-
missions will obtain a copy. 

Graduate Recommendation Forms  

are not required for all programs; this will 
be evident once you read the specifics of 
your program of choice. 

The format of the Recommendation 
Form for most programs involve the rec-
ommender to submit a written evaluation 
assessing the the applicant's potential for 
success both academically and profes-
sionally. 

If an applicant has taken graduate 
courses within the last five years at an 
accredited college or university, these 
courses may be accepted at the discretion 
of the coordinator of the graduation pro-
gram. 

A maximum of 12 graduate credits in 
graduate courses, with a minimum grade 
of 3.0 (B) in each, may be applied toward 
a graduate degree from the College of 
Staten Island. 

There are also other program-depen-
dent forms one may have complete listed 
under the Application for Transfer Credit 
link. 

All paper applications/forms must be 
submitted to the Office of Recruitment 
and Admissions; the address is provid-
ed at the bottom of the Graduate Forms 
page. 

On campus events are also held to 
provide greater insight on a specific pro-
grarn. 

During the months of February and 
March, potential applicants are welcomed 
to attend any of these events which are 
help in various classrooms throughout the 
school. 

Under the "Pre-Admission Services 
& Events" tab, one will find the events 
listed, along with their date/time and spe-
cific location. The website asks you to 
RSVP to the events and provides a link 
to the online form where you may do so. 

What to do post-bachelor's can prove 
rather frustrating. Many students often 
want to continue their education, but 
don't exactly know what type of program 
they'd like to pursue or their most recent 
school has few options. 

Fortunately, CSI hosts many de-
gree-bearing programs along with re-
sources capable of removing any uncer-
tainties a prospective graduate student 
may have. 

Naturally, the answer to every ques-
tion or concern one may have regarding 
a graduate program will not be found on-
line.

ist who travels all over and owns a hair 
studio in addition to a barbershop with her 
friend. 

"I sometimes make a little over a $800 
a day sewing and styling my clients hair 
because I do charge $150 just for sewing 
the hair." 

Penny, the owner of a hair salon called  

Elan's, on Staten Island, says her favorite 
time of the year is graduation, prom, and 
wedding season because she receives the 
most clients. 

Sometimes, she likes to give regular 
clients discounts for events such as wed-
dings, birthdays and, of course, graduation. 

She will give between 25-50 percent 
off for her client's hairstyles, and her reg- 

ular clients spend around hundred dollars 
less for their graduation hairstyles because 
of the discounts. 

There is nothing wrong with adding 
hair extensions to your already natural 
beautiful hair. Around the time of gradua-
tion, a lot of women love to add extensions 
to their hair to give it a fuller, beautiful 
look. 

Ashlyn is normally a very expensive 
hair stylist and takes cares of clients from 
all different races. 

For graduation, Ashlyn said she re-
ceives about 30 clients a year who ask her 
to make them look like Beyonce, or as if 
they were going to be at the Grammys. 

Many of her clients want a different 
look than on graduation than how they 

normally look for a regular school day. Her 
clients with long hair want to cut their hair 
and have a shorter look and vice versa for 
clients who have short hair. 

Students would come into her salon 
with short or long black hair and leave with 
blonde, blue, red, or gray hair most likely 
to be curly. 

Everyone loves putting on simple  

makeup, such as powder, foundation, eye-
liner, but nothing beats a fresh, full face of 
makeup done by a professional makeup 
artist. 

Around graduation time, MAC and 
Sephora have special deals for students. 
At MAC, if a person spend around $40-50, 
they can receive a free face beat, but this 
deal normally runs on weekends. 

Future graduates pay between $60-70 
for a full-face beat, including lashes, for a 
flawless look, whereas at Sephora, a per-
son pays between $50-60 for a full flawless 
beat including 

lashes. 
However, not all makeup artists work 

for MAC and Sephora; some own their 
own businesses. 

Christina, a well-known makeup artist 
on Staten Island, charges $70 for a full-
face beat including glitter, cat eye, and 
lashes, but a regular thee heat minus those 
features is $50. Students must book her 
months in advance. 

Even Christina acknowledges that this 
is the season .for anyone in the beauty busi-
ness. "Any makeup artist can agree with 
me, when 1 say they make the most mon-
ey during May-August because of prom, 
graduation, and weddings."

Many would say 
spending $200-$500 is a lot, but at the end 
of the day, splurging to look good and feel 
good on your special day is all worth it.

No Job In Your Major? No Problem! 
A Guide to Some of the Best Trades to Pursue

TVs a pipe dream that upon college 

graduation, former students start working 
at a job they actually enjoy. 

it's even more rare for one to secure 
a job based on their major or in a career 
they're passionate about before they even 
receive their diploma. 

Sometimes, however, plans change; 
the four-plus years you may have put into 
college may have nothing to do with the 
career you end up falling in love with or 
pursuing, and that's okay. 

Changing your major is one thing, but 
changing your career path is another. It 
takes a lot of courage to essentially start 
from scratch, but if you're really pas-
sionate about working with your hands, 
or you just want to explore a road you've 
been too afraid to travel on, a trade might 
be the perfect way to go. 

One of the best trades for the artistic 
and creative individuals is cosmetology. 
One of the coolest things about cosmetol-
ogy is the amount of career paths that fall 
under this umbrella, including makeup 
artistry, hair, esthetics, and eyebrow/body 
waxing.

Another great aspect about cosme-
tology is that you don't have to stick to 
one subcategory of the career; in fact, the 
more you learn, the more valuable you'll 
be to current and future clients.

The job of a legal assistant seems 
pretty mundane, but because you'd serve 
as administrative support to a lawyer, 
there are still tons of tasks you'd be as-
signed on a day-to-day basis. Most para-
legals work in law firms, but definitely 
not all, so you may or may not be in a 
standard office.

you would be responsible for maintain-
ing case files and putting that information 
into a case management system.

with important dates and deadlines, help-
ing with scheduling, and preparing care 
materials are all things that you would 
need to do." 

" ...You will also be the person in 
charge of keeping clients informed about 
their particular case. You would also be 
the one filing discovery requests, prepar-
ing subpoenas and summons, keeping ev-
idence organized, and preparing exhibits 
for trial." 

There's no particular degree one 
needs to receive in order to be a legal 
assistant, but attending a career training 
program will get you prepared for the job.
