A safety officer arrested non-student,
Frank Tormenia of Castleton Corners,
for breaking into one of the CSl vending
machines next to the closed-off Green
Dolphin Lounge on the North Side of
the Campus Center on the afternoon of
February 25.

To fuel his crack addiction,
Tormenia broke into nine CS! vending
machines in the month of February and
was arrested while breaking into the
ninth vending machine. :

“ broke into the machine to sup-
port my problem,” Tormenia told inves-
tigators. :

One of the safety officers recog-
nized Tormenia from a description of a
possible suspect and cailed for back
up.

“When Tormenia was addressed
by the officer, he became belligerent,”
according to Director of Public
Relations, Bob Huber. “The officer
noticed a bulge under his sweater and
assumed it was -a weapon. He asked
the man to take off his sweater and
remove whatever he had under it.”

When he refused to do so, the offi-
cer tried to forcibly remove the items
from under his shirt.

‘It is extremely unlikely that any-
thing will be done with the tennis center,
until such time as the master plan is com-
pleted,” said Director of Marketing and
Public Relations, Robert Huber.

Buxbaum and Barton fear that if a
contract isn't agreed upon soon, it may be
too late. “If it doesn't happen in a relative-
ly short period of time, it will probably
become impossible to do because it will
be too expensive,” explained Barton.
“The college has to allow us time to
recoup our investment.”

Newly appointed Athletics Director,
Jason Fein speculated about the possible
benefits of a second bubble. “I'm sure that
there would be financial gain and it would
be nice to never have to reschedule a ten-
nis match because of bad weather,” said
Athletic Director Jason Fein. “From our
standpoint that is something that is very
aftractive.”

tic investigation and the process to fix the
ongoing sewage from leaking into the Library
and the Park Café will more then likely cost
the college a great deal of money since they
are going to an outside source.

“They had to go outside of CSI,” said
Jones. “However, | am pleased for the stu-
dents and staff. It is now a safe work environ-
ment.” A petition in which more than 300 stu-
dents signed requested the improvements.

In addition to these improvements
brought about by the sewage leakage, the
library will also see improvements in the rotun-
da.

The Banner reported in the February 26
issue that CSI received $325,000 in capital
funding from Borough President James P.
Molinaro. A total of $100,000 will go towards
the impravement of the libraty rotunda.

The Banner has now learned that the
improvements to the library rotunda .will
include the construction of a new entrance
consisting of two pairs of doors and a temper-.
ature-conditioned vestibule between them to
help limit the inflow of hot and cold air.

_ According to Jones, the funding will also
help create exhibits about the history of CSI.
~ “The rotunda will have three new dis-
plays,” said Jones.

A middle display would showcase the
history of CSl. Either the left or right display
would be for the history of Richmond County
College. The unused display would be for the
history Staten Island Community College.

“The construction of the displays wil
honor alunmni from all institutions and create a
more welcoming atrmosphere,” said Jones.
“Some of the alumni currently feel alienated
because they are under the impression that
they are not accepted by the CSI community.
The new exhibits will hopefully get them to feel
welcomed.” ‘

Dennis Gaffigan started college during
the Vietham War. After 35 years of work-
ing in sales, investing in stocks, and rais-
ing a family, he now tries to finish his col-
lege career during the Iraq War.

Like many students in the Sixties,
Gaffigan enrolled in college to dodge the
Vietnam draft. “| never learned anything,”
Gaffigan said remembering his brief stint
at Long Island University. On the verge
of failing out of school, just before the
draft lottery came
out, Gadfigan
went to McGuire
Air Force Base to
join the Air Force
Reserves. He
knew that if he did
get sent to
Vietnam with the
Reserves, he
would be sta-
tioned in a base
surrounded by
Marines. But
when the lottery

Gaffigan’s daughter Christine also turned
down a scholarship from Wagner to
attend a Jesuit school, University of
Scranton. Gaffigan never imposed on his
children. He always let them make their
own decisions, but he created a world of
prosperous opportunity for them.

Though he valued education,
Gaffigan accepted his responsibility to
his family and waited until his kids fin-
ished school before retuming himself.

A humble exaggeration, but this
attitude helped him provide more oppor-
tunities for his two children than he ever
had.

There are certain things you expect to
see when you’re about to watch a David
Fincher film. Darkness, cool camera
movements, rain and the occasional
“what the F?” moment. In his latest
release Zodiac, sure it's dark, it's beauti-
fully shot, and he even manages to
squeeze in a few drops of rain. But the
entire film feels like a build up to a
crescendo that never materializes.
There’snever that release of tension that
has been built up over the past two-and-
a-half-plus hours you've just spent in the
theater. But that’s life.

Zodiac chronicles the late 1960's

and 70’s Northern California serial mur-
ders and how the killer played out his
killing in the media while  toying with
police departments from three separate
counties and was essentially able to get
away with it. Fincher doesn’t play with
that reality and that feeling in the pit, of
your stomach you experience while walk-
ing to your car is the unsettling notion
that things in life don’t tie up together in
a nice tight little bow. That's what you’ll
take away after seeing the film.

Fincher spins a convoluted web just
as intricate as the actual still yet-to-be-
resolved case. Multiple characters flow
in and out of the film as their part they
play in the case goes from significant to

irrelevant. They are
vital to the story in
one frame and then
they vanish from the
film in.the next. Just
as police, reporters
and those obsessed
with the case
become gain more
evidence and get
closer to finding out
the identity of the
killer, the audience
feels the momentum
build in their chest and then-BAM!
Everyone runs face first into a stone wall
and we all have to start from scratch
again.

This is the
world that exists in the video game,
Crackdown from Microsoft for the Xbox
360.

Crackdown has a series of character
based skills that can be upgraded to
increase specific traits that can be used.
The skills are increased by gaining orbs.

Imagine a world in the not too distant

- The experience orb can be released from

defeated enemies, with the type and num-
ber appearing being primarily based on
how you defeated the foe and how difficult
it was to defeat him. You can also find
orbs that are scaitered around the
rooftops of Pacific City. There are also
hidden orbs that can be acquired for all 5
statistics to be found. Each skill has five
levels and with a numeric gauge on the
display to indicate how clcse you are o
reaching the next level. Each skill will also
increase your trait or gains a new ability or
weapon within that trait. If you.end up

~dying or even injuring local civilians then

you loss the orbs that you obtained in
your progression of leveling up. In
Crackdown, there are five different skills.
They are: agility, driving, explosives,
strength, and firearms.

Much like in another popular Xbox
360 game that was also published by
Microsoft, Gears of War, Crackdown also
features online co-op play. But unlike
Gears of War, you or any .of your friends
can't simply jump in while someone is
playing. In order to play together you both
have to go to the main menu first and then
chose to play in co-op mode. While in co-
op mode, both players can gain advan-
tage of beating a mob boss in the game,
but are required to obtain supply points
and gain experience on their own. This
actually creates problems  while
Crackdown tries to create the co-op
gameplay to be a seamless experience it
doesn’t really workout that way. One of
the biggest problems is when you accept
someone’s invite to join in their game. If
you decide to accept you'll find out that
you won't be joining alongside the other
player, but instead you'll find yourself
kicked out of your game and have to

reload to play again. Also, if your partner
decides to stop playing then your game
ends as well. While, Microsoft has been
known for giving gamers the best on-line
gaming experience. This isn’t the case
with Crackdown especially for those that
have played Gears of War which gave
gamers a great jump-in anywhere co-op
gameplay. When it comes to on-line play
it is definitely Crackdown’s biggest weak-
ness. You're much better off playing this
game solo. Still, the good does outweigh
the bad in Crackdown.

The best has to be the open-ended
world that Crackdown has to offer you.
The point of an open-ended world is to be
able to have the freedom to have control
over the direction of the game and do
whatever you want and Crackdown is one
of the few games that truly does give you
that sense of freedom. This is best illus-
trated with the main mission of taking out
the nearly two dozen gang hosses. There
is no set order in battling them so you can
fight each boss in whatever order that you
desire.

Overall, Crackdown is a great game
that offers great gameplay and lets you
explore an open-ended world with super-
powers. Also, you have the power to take
on the many bosses in any order that you
wish. Unfortunately, for those that desire
great on-line gameplay like that featured
in Gears of War you'll be sadly disap-
pointed.
