Interim President Fritz Extends A 
Welcome While Outlining Initiatives

Interim President William J. Fritz sat down for 

an exclusive interview and painted a clear 

description of CSI's "many voices, one vision" 

philosophy. 

He worked alongside former President 

Morales for several years. Therefore their 

"Goals (for CST] have aligned greatly," 

President Fritz said. He made it clear those goals 

weren't 	unilaterally 	decided, 	either. 

President Fritz has obtained input from several 

layers within the education committee: two vot-

ing students on the curriculum committee, along 

with faculty, and CUNY representatives. 

Together with his committee, President Fritz 

favors the "Pathways" program. 

After the kinks are worked out and the final 

descriptions of "Pathways" are tiled, President 

Fritz insists the new program will "increase 

learning outcomes" and have "no changes to 

course content". His major worry was whether 

CSI's curriculum would adversely affect trans-

fer students. 

He mentioned that without a national gener-

al-education guideline, guaranteeing students 

their credits arc transferable to all state institu-

tions in the nation is impossible. 

To ease the minds ()I' students he went as far to 

say: "Pathways will have many different offer-

ings in certain areas that maintain structure for 

guided outlines." In other words: making cur-

riculum standards similar across national cam-

puses. 

Due to the faculty senate "Vote of No 

Confidence" debacle. President Fritz has 

emphasized the importance or open avenues of 

communication. "Communication is always 

important," he asserted. 

During the time of the Faculty Senate vote 

there was a looming CSI reaccreditation, budget 

challenges, and a focus on implementing the 

"Pathways Initiative." President Fritz blamed 

the vote and faculty response on, "nervous reac-

tions due to an initiative overload." 

Transitioning from Provost to President his job 

description has morphed from hands on "C'hier 

Operating Officer" to being the surveying eyes, 

voice, and face of CSI. 

Before "I was telling ICSI'sl story to the 

campus," but now. "I'm telling it to the commu-

nity." said President Fritz. "I do more oversight 

of management and financial affairs." 

He briefly answered questions on the "Rational 

Tuition Plan," claiming it's the "fairest" way to

The decision to rid the campus of desig-

nated smoking areas established last year gen-

erated the most amount of discussion. 

"I agree smoking is bad for my health and 

the ban is logical. but at the same time I feel 

like my rights are being deprived." said junior 

and smoker.

this bad. The people in charge of this are 

getting lazier; once we get out of class, 

it's on us to get off campus." 

Those leaving campus after 6 PM are 

subjected to nearly two hours of traffic 

after evening classes. Students trapped 

in the congestion were unsure as to who 

they could hold responsible for it. 

"No one seems to really care about 

this except the students." said freshman 

Gary Gorvitz and Arseniy Naumenko 
sneak off for a quick smoke break  

Angie Presillano.

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It Takes an Entire Nation to

Freedom of choice is essential for everyone to 

achieve individual responsibility. 

The theory being, if everyone has individ-

ual responsibility, everyone achieves happiness 

and ascending levels of personal attribution.

Let us pretend Abraham Maslow was astute 

in his observation that the most healthy and sta-

ble people are secure, loving, creative, realistic 

and productive. Production being the key coef-

ficient. 

For instance, a hypothetical individual lives 

Maintain its Foundation 
in a 1st world country. We'll call this person 

Amos. 

Amos lives in a somewhat functional coun-

try, with a somewhat serviceable government, 

that allows for a somewhat effective population. 

Knowing this, about his country, Amos 

relies on an aggregation of news sources to for-

mulate sense of the world. 

Amos believes in fiscal responsibility, cur-

tailing the defense budget, and a rational tax 

code which provides domestic investment for 

education, clean energy, consumer protection, 

health care cost reduction and infrastructure. 

But instead Amos lives in a polarizing soci-

ety that debates the relevance of only two polit-

ical opinions. 

He hears divisive commentary debating 

whether it's proper to freely marry whomever 

one chooses, and whether it's suitable for 

women to decide what's appropriate for their 

bodies. 

Deciding how others should behave is 

adverse to the principles laid out in the 

Declaration of Independence. Liberty is essen-

tial. 

Also, the ability to recognize how actions 

lead to fulfillment of ambitions, positively cor-

relates with self-actualizing one's specific role 

in society; one's identity. 

A model of civic governance 

Therefore, facetiously speaking, let's pre-

sume Amos has achieved both of Maslow's bot-

tom tier achievements, allowing access to both 

psychological needs and needs for safety. 

Meaning, Amos can breath (psychological) 

and fortunately he has an income (safety), 

despite the fact he resides in a underfunded, 

recessive economy. Income and breathing being 

the bare minimum to retain a comfortable, toler-

able, barely relevant existence. 

Not everyone can be doctors, though; but 

everyone can vote, protest, ardently hound their 

elected officials, donate money and or (a more 

efficient use of capital) their time, to equalizing 

authority back into the hands of the many and 

out of the reach of the few. 

After attaining breath and acquiring a j-o-b, 

all the interaction with people other than himself 

erupts. Amos, can jive in all the clubs or donate 

to church if he's into that sort of thing. 

But Amos is still dissatisfied. So, Amos 

voted in the local congressperson who promised 

new sweeping litigation; but still he organized a 

coalition of concerned voters to hold elected 

officials to those promises. 

The majority of politicians are millionaires. 

So, it's understandable they could implement 

policy that favors their immediate interest. 

The Center for Responsive Politics let it he 

known that, "About 47 percent of the House, or 

249 current members are millionaires," and 66 

percent of the U.S. Senate reported an average 

net worth exceeding $1 million in 2010. 

In total, 315 out of 535 members of 

Congress — ar 58 percent — are millionaires. 

When the upper elite want change, they 

engage in government. 

Lackadaisical regulation of Wall Street, 

environmental protection, and defense spending 

are due to the direct disinterest of the majority 

and an aggressive interest by the minority, 

Happiness is achieved by honing a civic 

proficiency. Sulking and complaining at the tel-

evision solves nothing. 

Say what you will about the Occupy move-

ment, their avoidance of the political process 

and their inability to articulate a cohesive mes-

sage, but they've changed the discourse from 

debt reduction to class inequality. 

Occupy has directly fought the foreclosure 

crisis, and they've tackled student loan debt, 

despite the media's fervent dismissal of their  

grass-root activity. Occupy has proved talk is 

cheap. 

It's not what's promised on podiums or in 

front of cameras that alters the status quo of 

inefficient, immoral regimes, but instead a 

proactive grassroots initiative. The bigger the 

grassroots initiative the greater the effect. 

The 1% are certainly proactive in their pur-

suits to increase their comfortability. 

"Despite the global meltdown in 2008 and 

the sluggish recovery that followed, the estimat-

ed [2010] median net worth of a current U.S. 

senator was $2.56 million, up about 7.6 percent 

from the median net worth in 2009," writes 

thinkprogress.org. 

Civic engagement is powerful. Those hop-

ing to thwart personal liberty — coalitions wish-

ing to promote the submission of women, the 

submission of marriage equality, and the sub-

mission of free religious expression — are 

exceedingly mobilized, therefore it takes 

numerous sensible citizens arming themselves 

with logic and the facts, rather than rash emo-

tions, to resist. 

Otherwise we become an Ochlocracy or 

government by mob rule (i.e. lynchings and 

Salem witch trials). 

Essential to ascendance toward happiness, 

and by extension an appreciation for civic 

engagement, are Maslow's 4th tier of needs: 

family (meaning people one can trust), friend-

ship (meaning people one can both trust and tri-

umph with), and coitus. 

But not the, "why are you looking at me 

while we're having coitus,"sort of coitus. But in 

fact the dreaded and most intimate form of 

coitus; the "I love you" kind. 

After the trust, triumph, and coitus are 

exhausted, Amos longs to fearlessly tread a 

regal path; ingenuity and savvy fuel his resolve. 

Lessons are learned from civic engagement 

and should be ascribed to life, because "there is 

nothing more afflicts the minds of man than 

poverty, or the want of those things which are 

necessary for the preservation of life and 

honor," wrote Thomas Hobbes. 

The foundation for a happy, blissful, calm is 

paved by culturing a proficiency in civic 

engagement and a knowledge that democracy is 

strongest with an army of people contributing to 

it's integrity.

"We are aware of the issue and the 
problem is with the buses and their con-
flicting schedules," said Vice President 
Ira Persky. "Starting Wednesday, 
September 19th a second loop bus will 
be implemented to relieve the situation 
and other pretty dramatic plans." 

"We're still trying to adjust to the 
changes from last year," said Persky. 
"We're ultimately hoping that the situa-
tion will alleviate itself." 

The master plan is part of a layout 
strategy to designed to remedy many on-
campus problems. Persky reassures us 
that they are working with the 
Department of Transportation.

ban?" 

Non-smokers argue that the absence of 
smoking zones would make it harder to stay 
away from secondhand smoke from those stu-
dents who do not follow the campus-wide ini-
tiative. 

Yet. there are not definite penalties for stu-
dents caught smoking on campus. 

"Smoking anywhere on campus is a in 
direct violation of CUNY policy," said Public 
safety director Paul Murtha. "We are request-
ing a voluntary compliance from the student 

body." 
The majority of students felt the ban was 

Ms. Mary-Jeanne Hennessy, the 
Director of Parking and Dolphin Card 
Services also mentioned the master plan 
that included alleviating traffic issues 
but denied there was even an issue to be 
resolved. 

"If you look at the plans you can see 
changes in the roadway and the shape of 
the loop rd." said Hennessy. "But we're 
not involved with traffic, it's not our 
venue. That's all public safety and 
Campus Planning." 

Paul Murtha, the Director of Public 
Safety declined to comment on the issue. 

Students are left wondering what is 
in store for the future while administra-
tion at the college hope that the situation 
will relieve itself while intending to 
eventually addressing the issue in the 
coming years. 

Sophomore Sema Ajredini enters 
campus around 6 or 7 PM. She travels on 
an empty road in the opposite direction 
of the bumper-to-bumper traffic. "The 
line of cars stretches from the south exit 
to as far back as 5N," said Sema. "I was 
just glad to not be stuck in that mess." 

ineffective because of how easy it is to violate 
the policy and the lack of enforcement around 
it. 

"People don't listen," said junior Alicia

Not everyone was upset with the new 
tobacco-free policy. Those professors and stu-
dents who do not smoke arc satisfied with the 
CUNY-wide attempt to clean the air quality on 
campus. 

Some appreciated that they can now stand 
outside of a building with less secondhand 
smoke present. Professor Barbara Murphy of 
the English Department expressed her favor 
for• the ban as she entered into her building. 

"It's better to walk through the door and 
outside without the smoke hitting you," said 
Professor Murphy. "I appreciate that less peo-

raise tuition. Since students know of the 
changes ahead of time, they aren't forced to 
blindly enter into steep tuition increases. 
From his post as the leader of CSI, President 
said he intends to "guide and shape campus ini-

tiatives." 
President Fritz acknowledges there is dis-

comfort due to the poor lighting and slow traf-
fic situations; and is inquiring into potential 
solutions. 

Regarding the traffic, President Fritz aims 
to, "Advertise there are three entrances" not just 
two, in hopes ()leasing the traffic congestion. 

Regarding the poor lighting at night, 
President Fritz said in conjunction with Vice 
President of Finance and Administration Ira S. 
Persky, there are several strategies in the works 
to change it. But in the meanwhile. "No student 
should feel ashamed to call campus security" to 
escort them across campus. 

As a volunteer board trustee at Staten Island 
Hospital and Fresh Kills Park he has privileged 
access to community outreach, rotary clubs, 
community delegates, and student scholarship 
funds. 

ple smoke in front of the building in which I 
teach." 

On an early Wednesday afternoon, a busy 
fifth-year student was smoking a cigarette out-
side building IC before heading off to grab a 
quick lunch. He was in the middle of telling 
those around him how he is routinely com-
pelled to violate the tobacco ban. 

Just then, a Public Safety Officer came 
over to address the situation. She explained to 
the student how someone in the vicinity had 
reported the infraction and reminded him that 
tobacco use is prohibited on CSI's campus. 

The officer said that she would talk to the 
whistleblower about mutual respect; a quality 
that she claimed was at the heart of the tobac-
co ban. 

While the CUNY administration focused 

President Fritz wants to use all the tools at 
his disposal to get the word out that, "CSI is the 
best kept secret on Staten Island." 
President Fritz hopes to channel his years as a 
professor and love for education to enrich the 
CSI experience while "Signaling how rich of an 
environment Staten Island has to offer." 

He considers himself "student oriented." 
A Geologist by trade, he enjoys interacting with 
students by taking them. "Hundreds at a time", 
on expeditions to explore the capacities of 
nature. He mentioned he engages in "dialogue 
about dolphins" and CSI's "historical roots" to 

them. 
President Fritz acknowledges the poor 

school spirit on campus. Besides "Attracting out 
of state and international students," constructing 
CSI's campus dorm buildings are a way to rec-

Living on campus will enable CSI to "Turn 
around a student's life." Dorms will "allow us to

President Fritz said. "Students who are more 
engaged, perform better."

The Las Vegas band takes huge risks and earns a huge payoff

Every concert that I have traveled to during the 

last few years took place at a small venue 

where 1 didn't have to spend a lot of money to 

get into. 

When I say I didn't have to spend much cash. 

I'm talking about not going higher than 50 or 

60 for a ticket; because when it comes to 

spending money I can be a real thrifty bastard.

So what, or who realty, possessed me to 

shell out 225 dollars for two tickets, head over 

to MetLife Stadium in East Rutherford New 

Jersey and abandon my two cardinal concert-

going principles? 

Bruce- fuck ing-Spri ngsteen 	on 	his 

"Wrecking Ball" tour, that's who. 

I had seen Springsteen once before when I 

was 14 years old on "The Rising" tour. 

Although at that time I only could sing along 

to those songs that get regular airplay on the 

classic rock stations, the energy of that night at  

Giants' Stadium was tremendously memo-

rable. 

When I found out that Bruce would be 

playing on Wednesday, September 19th, I was 

overjoyed. 

I was excited to see Springsteen for a sec-

ond time because even if you don't know his 

entire musical catalogue. and granted it does 

span quite a number of years and I'm not fully 

familiar with it, the concert and performance 

itself is going to blow you away. 

Springsteen's showmanship that he com-

bines with the energy of over 20,000 scream-

ing fans is unbelievable in the sense you have 

to be a part of it to really understand it. 

Springsteen is as excellent as a performer 

as he is a musician. This is one of the reasons 

I will gladly pay through the nose to see him. 

Whether you are at a huge arena like Metlife 

Stadium or the small venues I prefer like The 

Stone Pony, you will never be able to pin down 

what he is going to do next during his routine. 

Springsteen is also one of the few per-

formers whom I feel actually connects with the 

crowd. Taking a pause during the opening bars 

01' "My City of Ruin" he proceeded to talk to 

the crowd about the tour and state how it was 

about ghosts and that everyone. including him-

self, had them to contend with. I feel like I can 

say that although there were fans numbering in 

the tens of thousands that night that he was 

speaking to. it genuinely felt he was talking to 

you and only you during these interludes. 

Proving my point, by the third song that 

night, Springsteen had crowd-surfed from a 

miniature stage in the general admission sec-

tion hack to the main stage. If that doesn't do 

it for you, he was still singing all of his lines 

and choruses as this happened. 

Another memorable moment during the 

The fans settle down before the show 

show was when Springsteen hoisted a little girl 

on stage to sing the chorus of "Waitin' on a 

Sunny Day". Whispering in her ear with a grin 

from ear to ear, Bruce coaxed her to do the 

chorus of the song two or three times. The best 

part about the impromptu take on the song this 

was that her young voice was perfect to repeat 

the lines: "Waitin' on a Sunny Day/Gonna 

drive the clouds away/waitin' for a sunny day." 

The set list for that night was excellent. 

While I expected that Bruce would open 

up with a song off of his latest album, 

"Wrecking Ball", I did not think was that he 

would only play three tracks off' of that album 

and go back to a lot of his earlier work, includ-

ing those slower tracks off of the "Nebraska" 

album. Dispersed through his set were also a 

solid number of his most recent songs, tracks 

such as, "My City of Ruin", and "The Rising". 

It was great to also hear those few songs 

that he does not perform very often, such as 

"The E Street Shuffle." and "Tenth Avenue 

Freeze Out." Considering that "Tenth Avenue 

Freeze Out" is one of my favorite songs from 

childhood coupled with the remarks of the 

older adults, who have seen Springsteen since 

before I was born, telling me that he rarely 

plays that song, made me quite content. 

In between the sometimes polemic mix of 

older and newer content, I started wondering if 

I was going to hear those more popular songs 

that we all know of, and that some of us love. 

In the end I wasn't disappointed. I literally 

mean that it was in the end. The last five songs 

that Bruce played that night during his encore 

were, and in this order: "Thunder Road," 

"Born to Run," "Rosalita," "Dancin' in The 

Dark," and "Tenth Avenue Freeze Out". I think  

I came all five times during the last half hour 

of that show when I recognized the distinct 

opening rifts of each of those songs. 

The actual performance of all of the songs 

played that night was nearly perfect. Initially I 

was worried about how the loss of long-time 

saxophonist Clarence Clemens would affect 

the sound of Springsteen's music. The late 

Clemens played a large part in Springsteen's 

music and some of the iconic sounds 

Springsteen is known for in his music came 

from Clemens and his ability on the sax. 

The saxophonist who filled those large 

shoes rose to the occasion. The young man 

nailed every saxophone solo that he touched. 

He was so well received by the crowd that he 

got his very own, extended, round of applause 

from the audience when Bruce finally intro-

duced him to the crowd. 

The E Street Band, the motley assortment 

of musicians that give Springsteen his some-

times jazzy sound, performed admirably. The 

backing sounds to Springsteen and Steven Van 

Zandt's guitar work were spot on. There were 

no errors in playing that I could make out. 

At the end of the night, after the uproari-

ous encore 1 mentioned earlier, Bruce sent the 

crowd home to "Twist and Shout". The entire 

concert clocked in at a respectable 3 hours and 

44 minutes, arguably more than my money's 

worth. 

If you have a chance to see Springsteen at 

a small place, or a huge arena, it is going to be 

worth your time. Even if you're lukewarm to 

the idea, by the end of the show you will at 

least have to admit that he is a hell of a per-

former.

For everything that Darksiders got right, its 

sequel. Darksiders II, falters in nearly every 

department, though there is some fun to be 

had. 

Darksiders was an excellent mix of God of 

War, Devil May Cry. Zelda. Portal, and even 

third person shooting. Two years after its 

debut, we now have a sequel. Darksiders II. 

The problem: It doesn't compare to the fantas-

tic action experience that was the first game. 

For one thing, there's nothing memorable 

about the story.

Like the game that Darksiders borrows so 

much from, God of War, if it's not broken, 

don't fix it. Darksiders didn't need to be an 

RPG and it didn't require so many changes to 

the formula. 

For example, the health system and in-

game currency have been changed to be more 

standard. The question is why. Vigil Games  

is a bombastic tune with a bouncy vocals and 

big guitars. It also includes a hidden throw-

back to the days of Hot Fuss and the one of 

the band's biggest singles, "Mr. Brightside."
