The Operational Services section of the 

CST's website stated they are in the process 

of extending the number of trips to and from 

the campus but bureaucratic procedures have 

slowed them from implementing a robust 

travel schedule for commuter students. 

"I.CSI is] presently negotiating with the 

MTA to increase the number of runs from 

Brooklyn to the College and from the 

College to Brooklyn. This is something that 

will not happen over-night, the MTA has pro- 

cedures they need to follow before this will 

happen." 

That is where most of the good news dis-

sipated. Different departmental sources within 

CSI gave varying explanations. Francine, the 

assistant of the Operational service supervisor, 

gave a statement from her boss. "The 

Operational Service has nothing to do with the 

S93" and for definitive answers "contact the 

MTA." 

Supervisors at the Security desk wouldn't 

be bothered to answer a few questions; but a 

non-managerial security guard indicated CSI is 

working out officially where the S93 Bus will 

land and is expecting everything to work out by 

December or January. 

The delayed modest concession by NYC's 

mass transit authorities would have gone a long 

way to resolve many of the student's past frus-

trations. 

A complaint being voiced around campus 

is how difficult the walk from the back of cam-

pus to the entrance is, while still having to wait

Continued from the front page 

provides funding for students that are doing 

great things on campus. The club was able to 

purchase lumber, paint, lights, several seeds, 

plants and new tools for the garden. 

The Green Thumbs plan on having a few 

events once the garden has been harvested 

such as a "Green Market" which will take 

place on September 20th in front of the 

Campus Center from 12:30-3:00 p.m. The 

club has also organized a pumpkin festival in 

October where the garden will have a festive 

autumn theme complete with pumpkins, 

mums, hay and Indian corn. In November, 

the remaining herbs that have been grown in 

the garden such as thyme, rosemary, oregano 

and mint will be made into body scrubs and 

sold to raise more funds for the club. The 

Green Thumbs also hope to provide the cafe-

teria with healthy greens, tomatoes, peppers 

and cucumbers as ingredients to offer stu-

dents a cheaper and organic alternative on 

the menu in the near future. 

The garden adds beauty to the campus 

but also provides the opportunity for stu-

dents to contribute through volunteering and 

the incentive is sweet! Students are encour-

aged to work in the garden for 3-4 hours a 

week for a full semester planting, weeding, 

watering, mowing the lawn and harvesting.

Thanks to last year's Student Government 

Administration, Brooklyn commuters' lives 

should be modestly more comfortable. CSI and 

the MTA have teamed up to enable the S93 to 

drive onto Campus. A program that, according 

to the MTA back on May 11th 2012, would cost 

an estimated SI million a year. 

During the morning the limited stop S93 

will leave Brooklyn's 86th Street and 4th 

Avenue promptly at 6:55am, 7:55am and again 

at 8:55am, then arrive in front of the IP build-

ing 35 minutes later at 7:30, 8:30, and 9:30. 

Also, the evening commuters will be able 

to utilize the same service when going home. 

The S93 will leave campus in front of the IP 

building at 3:00pm, 4:00pm, and for the last 

time during the day at 5:00pm then promptly 

arrive back at 86th St and 4th Ave 55 minutes 

later. 

The route between the beginning of the 

S93 voyage and its final destination at CSI has 

several connecting lines available. The B8, 

B16, B37, B64, B70 and the R train all meet the 

S93 along its journey to CS1. 

"Walking from one end of campus all the 

way to the other end of campus just to catch a 

bus and waiting an hour is pretty hard." Nicole 

Apostolu said. 

Students at CSI were glad that a bureaucra- 

cy known for its reluctant attitude towards 

change have adjusted their platform a hit in 

order to make the lives of students more pleas-

ant, even if it's only for 35 minutes during the 

morning and 55 minutes during the afternoon. 

"I'm really glad someone is actually recog-

nizing the problem and trying to find a solution 

to the problem," Sam Pasew said. 

Yet the problem has not been resolved at 

this time. 

Whether or not CS1 and the MTA are capa-

ble of extending the S93 to more than 3 pick-

ups and drop-offs a day, if at all, the adequate 

pacifier provided to CSI's student body should 

be sufl•iciently more acceptable than the former 

arrangement: 

"lt takes me about 1 to 2 hrs in the morning 

on a smooth day, when the trains come right 

after the other, and a bus is [immediately I wait-

ing for me whenever I get out the train station," 

L.oye Tucker said. ''Going home it takes much 

longer, 2 to 3 hours. I mostly take the ferry 

when I'm going home." 

Toye travels to CSI from the Mill Basin 

area of Brooklyn which is in close proximity to 

Kings Plaza Mall. She takes a bus onto a train, 

transfers over to another train then boards a bus 

into Staten Island.

We landed in Rome for two nights, 
drove up to Tuscany for four, then we were 
off to the coastal mountains of Santa 
Margherita for two more nights, lastly we 
stayed in Milan and flew home from there. 
We cheered and drank wine to my nana, 
we laughed, had some Griswold family 
moments and took in every bit of beautiful 
scenery around us. 

Throughout her funeral, wake and 
even after, people kept telling me she 
would always be with me and looking over 
me and I did not feel that was more true 
than when I was looking over the beautiful 
Tuscan hills. There was such a serene calm 
and beauty there that I cannot possibly 
describe unless someone has been there. I 
truly felt like she was standing right next to 
me and the gentle breeze was her telling 
me she was there. 

Going to Italy helped me to accept and 
realize that my nana was truly in a more 
beautiful and better place than any of us 
could imagine, and that it was her time to 
go.
