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(LNS) - Soldiers are shipping out for Vietnam from West Coast
embarkation points at a rate that recalls the 1966 build-up —
1,700 one day, 3,00fthe next. The Oakland Army Terminal is so
Jjammed with GIs on their way to wear that hundreds had to sleep out
in pup tents duriang the torrential rains of early Januery.

The number of men going to Vietnam will not be released to
the press this time.
