NASCAR Plans to

CUNY and NASCAR
Partner to Bring

Racetrack to Willowbrook

The least watched sport in America is com-
ing to Staten Island. Nascar plans to roll out a
new track on the College of Staten Island cam-
pus in 2016. Executives, including NASCAR’s
Chief Financial Officer Todd McMillan, held a
meeting on February 24 to vote on possible des-
tinations in the big apple for their next track.
McMillan and his colleagues are thrilled at the
idea of establishing a relationship with CUNY.

“We knew that this would be landmark deci-
sion for our brand,” said McMillan. “New York
City has set precedents in the other major sports
and we look forward to the partnership.”

Nascar had first thought of the idea of
watching paint dry in their headquarters located
somewhere in Alabama. Recent polls have
shown that only Caucasian men in their mid 30s
and upward watch the sport, leading to possible
speculation that a move to create tracks on col-
lege campuses is just a business ploy. Safety
issues, a topic addressed many times within the
last year, appear to have been resolved.

“We're just going to be put up some
guardrails and stuff,” said VP of Traffic Affairs
Cleetus Fitzgerald.

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CSI Unveils Freedom of Press Program for Journalism Majors
Study Abroad This Semester in North Korea

With the rise of tuition CSI can now afford
to send students abroad to North Korea to study
Journalism in one of three major Freedom of
Press camps.

Students are invited to stay at a luxurious
hotel within the city of Pyongyang before set-
ting out for camp. The accommodation is fitted
with one whole living room for all 42 students
in the program to share, in what the Koreans
call “appreciation for close-quarter relations.”
The hotel offers fresh water six blocks away at
a local reservoir. a walk that CSI students are
well prepared tor from years of traversing
CUNY's largest campus.

Just fifty miles cast of the city is the region
of Sukimedong where all 38 students are situat-
ed in Glorious Camp 314, considered one of the
top schools for North Korean students interest-
ed in freedom ot speech. “I've never seen any-
thing like it.” said Sophomore Natalie Dormer.
not yet accustomed o North Korean culture.
“The students are so focused on their work that
they hardly converse with each other. It's not
like Staten Island at all. Tdon’t think they even
have a Starbucks here, which is amazing for the
amount of work they can get done.”

Supreme Reader Jug-Eun Eumgycong of
Camp 314 attributes strict etiquette as to why
his school boasts the region’s most “dominant
and obedient candidates.” Officials also credit
this success to the revolutionary Three

Generations ol Schooling system, in which the

children of enrolled students are given a full
mandatory scholarship to attend the camp.
“This ensures maximum desired effect,”
said Eumgyeong, in reference to the camps 0%
dropout rate.
The program offered 32 students the

chance to experience first class journalism in a

foreign setting. Students like Daria Ferrera also

found dietary benefits in addition to the school-
ing. “Since coming to the camp [’ ve lost about

45 pounds,” said Daria. “That’s like four abor-

tions back home.” A steady diet of wheatgrass
and rie, the singular of rice, has kept students in
“optimal shape” says postmortem physician
Namja Gom-Kwaeji.

North Korea became the top choice for the
program after beating out Somalia, New Jersey,
and Honduras in CSI's 2014 “Where Do You
Want to Study™ poll.

Of the 23 students that were selected lor the
Journalism program, only three opted out of
receiving Financial AIDS. a medical study
within the camp that injects the participants
with HIV/AIDS for research and in turn pays
for the student’s stay. "My TAP never came in
and CUNY is only raising tuition by the year, so
Financial Alds was my only option,” said
Christopher Wagner.

The Freedom of Press Program has suc-
cesstutly graduated all 21 students that enrolled
trom the start of the three month semester
abroad. Of the 21, only half plan to return home
to the United States while the rest plan to
remain in North Korea and swear supreme alle-
giance to Glorious Leader Kim Jong-un.
Graduate Daniel Lehman has changed his name
to Daceyung Lee since returning and credits his
position of Editor-in-Chiet of The Banner to the
steeess of the program. Students can apply for

the next semester abroad as early as April 1.
