He intend-

ed to become an assistant coach for the 

baseball Dolphins after he graduated later 

this semester, if not the head coach of the 

football team. 

Flower was also a class favorite be-

cause of his high grades and his consistent 

appearances on the honor roll. Although 

he didn't participate much, Flower al-

ways did his work on time and helped 

students with tutoring after classes. 

Dominic Bhas, a freshman student, 

said that Flower "helped [him] with 

MTH100" and that he "wouldn't have 

been able to pass with a C grade without 

Flower's help. MTH100 was incredibly 

difficult, and I never would have been 

able to figure out what x was in 2x+2=4 

without his help" Bhas added. 

Flower's time on campus was not 

without controversy, as several students 

reported that Flower attempted to spray 

them. CSI staff justified Flower's actions 

by claiming they were in self defense and 

President Fritz added "you wouldn't like 

it either if somebody tried to pick you up 

like a child." 

Additionally, Flower served as a 

frontline fighter in the Great Turf War 

between the animals of CSI, mortally 

wounding several deer and geese in the 

process. Flower's involvement in the 

war lead many to assume the deer were 

responsible for his death, but authorities 

have been unable to confirm any involve- 

tag or 	e at in t e at wit out urn 

Dona said. 

Other people spoke more passionate-

ly about Flower's passing, more specifi-

cally the people involved in the incident. 

"This was a disgusting act of aggres-

sion, and justice must be served quickly 

to the people who killed Flower" re-

marked Pazzo Finto. Finto added that he 

"didn't know who did it" but that he and 

others would "find and punish them ac-

cordingly". 

President Fritz issued a statement on 

the matter, condemning the anonymous 

perpetrators; a $100,000,000 bounty has 

been issued for the perpetrators, and au-

thorities have advised people to go about 

capturing them in a civil manner. 

Fritz also announced plans to build a 

memorial on the Great Lawn for Flow-

er. Although the plan was supported by 

CSI staff and students, it met somewhat 

strong opposition from the deer. 

"Flower put my best friend in a 

wheelchair for the rest of his life during 

the Great turfWar" said Tim Birch. one of 

the strongest protestors of the statue plan. 

"lie should be remembered as a criminal, 

not a campus hero" Birch added. 

A funeral procession will be held for 

Flower on April 20th, the first Saturday of 

Spring Break for CS1, at the Great Lawn 

from 2:00PM to 3:00PM.

habits. I wanted viewers to sec the real me 
with no filter. I live my life unfiltered and 
felt that Shrek should resemble and take up 

some of my habits." 
"I think that "Shrek" has done so well 

because it's funny, different and unique, 
like me. It's the unconventional fairytale 
that people need to hear. Sometimes the 
prince isn't always the swooning hand-
some fellow, but rather the hideous, awk-

ward guy with a good personality." 
In an interview with Onion Entertain-

ment, Meyers said, "The quote 'Onions 
have layers. Ogres have layers... You get 
it'? We both have layers.' was really about 

my life. All throughout my life, I've had 
this guard up that was like this tough outer 
shell of an onion.

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The tour will include an array of vi- 

ral Vine performers, who will recreate 
their videos in stadiums throughout North 
America. 

Hofmann stated that this tour was 
funded by the generosity of both the per-
formers and Vine fans through a GoFund-
Me campaign, which was entitled "Raising 
Money for VINE 2." 

The shows will surely be a delight to 
audience members. The performers will 
act out legendary Vines on large stag-
es without props, to remind audiences of 
the creative minds behind the videos they 

know and love. 
For example, the vine "Look at all 

those chickens!" will be performed with-

out chickens. 
Although Hofmann was originally 

concerned about lack of participation from  

Vine makers, he was thrilled by the over-
whelming response he received and was no 
longer worried about having a show that 
ran too short. 

Front the large, still-growing list of 
performers, Hofmann estimates that the 
show will run for a whopping ten minutes. 

"I'm so excited for this Vine tour," 
said one CSI student, who wished to re-
main anonymous after revealing she had 
only ever watched Vine videos on Youtube 
and Instagram. "It's a little long so 1 might 
get tired halfway through. It's just so many 
Vines to watch." 

Other fans expressed their concerns 
over the ten-minute length of the show, hut 
Hofmann ensured them that there would be 
an intermission right at the halfway point.

Tinder announced last month that it would 
be making big changes to their mission 
statement. Last week, on March 22, 2019, 
Linda Oskiovinska, Tinder's Executive 
Representative for Media Management and 
Platform Engagement, shared on Twitter 
that the app will now be targeted towards 
users who seek meaningful relationships 
leading into marriage. 

Oskiovinska disclosed that Tinder, as 
we've known it: an app for flings and bad 
dates, has decided to switch things up to 
appeal to more career-distinguished youth. 

Oskiovinska, 47, remarked on Twitter 
last Friday, "Millennials deserve to experi-
ence love, to find their spouses at a healthy 
age while they're in their twenties': 

The people behind Tinder have ex-
pressed that the app aims to now be a safe 
place for young people to engage in serious 
partnerships; whereas other dating apps 
and sites, like el harmony and Match, are 
targeted for people in their mid-30's and 
above. 

Tinder representatives have shared 
that they no longer want to be associat-
ed with other 'quick-meet' dating apps 
that have been on the rise in the last few 
years, such as Bumble and OkCupid, who 
have been criticized by some users as apps 
that encourage people to behave sleazily 
and express morally unjust approaches to 
sex-and-relationship chatting. 

Oskiovinska took some heat on Twit-
ter from users who are unhappy about the 
changes being made. 

Shortly after her mission statement an-
nouncement, she released multiple tweets, 
one stating, "Social media and technology 
as a whole, in this age, have been [serving] 
as a barrier for youth to communicate and 
date in meaningful ways ... we are fixing 
this 

This statement, however, did not halt 
the thousands of negative comments on 
Oskiovinska's Twitter account. The typical-
ly conservative Tinder representative, who 
worked with Tinder since the app released 
in 2012, let out an opinionated tweet in re-
sponse to the backlash, claiming, "Millen-
nials are flicked". 

Oskiovinska was promptly fired from 
Tinder afterwards. Ean Reed, one of Tin-
der's founders, stepped in on Twitter and 
appeared on the CBS news channel, to 
re express and confirm that aside from the 
backlash of some users, Tinder is officially 
to be regarded as an app for people primar-
ily in their 20's to search for their future 
spouse. 

While it is taking time for some of the 
updates to span across certain mobile de-
vices (Apple iPhone users may experience 
delays), many Tinder users are already ex-
periencing some of the new major changes 
to the app. 

Since March 29, 2019, the app now

The city of Philadelphia has enjoyed a re-
cent string of accomplishments with their 
sports teams. 

Since winning the Super Bowl against 
the Patriots, Philadelphia has seen great 
progress in their sports teams through the 
acquisitions of talented players, notably 
Jimmy Butler and Bryce Harper.

I could even become a cheerleader for the 
team if 1 get injured," the latter comment-
ed. 

The Tom Brady deal might not be the 
biggest in terms on money, but nothing 
compares to it in terms of impact and awe 
factor. Both cities were left in shock from 
the trade, and riots ensued in the streets of 
Philadelphia and Boston following the an-
nouncement. 

Although the Philadelphia riots were 
mostly joyous, the Boston Riots became 
increasingly destructive. 

Former Patriots fans aggressively 
marched through the streets of Boston 
chanting "Brady Sucks" before vandaliz-
ing Gillette Stadium and burning Brady 
jerseys on the field.
