











We have read and heard much about the in-
justice of his death. We cannot comprehend
it . .. We cannot help but wonder . . . did he
ever fear such an act? did he ever imagine such
a thing could occur? did he ever fear any reprisals
because of his policies? was he afraid of facing
reality? No. He knew what was to be done, and
he did it. His philosophy can be explained best
by quoting his own words:

. . what caused the statesmen to act as they did? It was
not because they 'loved the public better than themselves.’
On the contrary, it was precisely because they did love them-
selves — because each one's need to maintain his own respect
for himself was more important to him than his popularity
with others — because his desire to win or maintain a reputa-
fion for integrity and courage was stronger than his desire
to maintain his office — because his conscience, his personal
standard of ethics, his integrity or morality, call it what you
will — was stronger than the pressures of public disapproval
— because his faith that his course was the best one, and
would ultimately be vindicated, outweighed his fear of public

reprisal.”
