The
greatest American virtue is not simply to act, but to
think and to act ­ to act thoughtfully.
In some ways this yearbook will illustrate the prin­
ciples I have stated above. Some people may see in this
yearbook the proof of our failures ­ yours and ours.But if this yearbook is at all true to the way this Class
is, it will afford ample evidence of why we should trust
one another to keep the faith. We have tried to take this
Class seriously. For doing that this College, your
alma mater,deserves all the criticism it may get. And
perhaps, on some bright, distant day, when you laugh
with your children over the pages of this book, you
will understand even better what it means to grow older
and move on.
