I t must be po inted ou t , 
though, that the DOLPHIN cannot g i v e 
every s tudent the chance to expo s tu -
l a te h i s or her vjews. In l i e u o f 
t h i s , the E d i t o r i a l S t a f f w i t h h o l d s 
the r i g h t to choose the l e t t e r s and 
i n te r v i ews to be pub l i s hed . The news-
paper a l s o r e s e r v e s the r i g h t to com-
ment on such l e t t e r s and i n t e r v i ews 
a s i t sees f i t . 

The DOLPHIN r ecogn i ze s that the 
Student A s s o c i a t i o n , under i t s du l y 
e lec ted head, G i l b e r t Ma r t i n , i s the 
s o l e c o n s t i t u t i o n a l government and, 
a s such, s uppo r t s i t . But when the 
S .A, or any du l y c o n s t i t u t e d group 
f a i l s to f u l f i l l i t s d u t i e s , the 
Do lph in r e s e r v e s the r i g h t to b r i n g 
t h i s be fo re the student body.

T h i s September, the qua r te r s 
of S taten I s l a nd Community Co l l ege 
were en larged by the a c q u i s i t i o n of 
the top f l o o r of a new b u i l d i n g at 
350 Sto Marks Place» T h i s new space 
and the present b u i l d i n g a t 50 Bay 
S t . comprise our Campus. The new 
space now houses the E n g l i s h and Bus -
i n e s s Departments, the R e g i s t r a r ' s 
O f f i c e , and the o f f i c e o f the Dean of 
S tudent s . Our B u s i n e s s s tudent s are 
now well acqua inted w i t h the new 
b u i l d i n g s i n ce most of them have t he i r 
c l a s s e s there. 

A d i s pu te , though, has a r i s e n 
concern ing s u i t a b l e a t t i r e fo r these 
B u s i n e s s s t uden t s . They a re now r e -
qu i red to wear spo r t J a c ke t s and t i e s 
even though non -Bu s i ne s s s t uden t s are 
not requ i red to do s o . T h i s obv ious 
d i s c r i m i n a t i o n a g a i n s t our Bu s i ne s s 
s tudent s seems ha r s h , but there I s a 
l o g i c a l reason fo r these requirements 
S i n ce our Co l l ege occup i e s space In a 
a B u s i n e s s B u i l d i n g used by the Pub l i c 
f t shou ld not be too much to ask that 
s tudent s c l o the themselves in a proper 
manner in order to s u i t t he i r bu s i ne s s 
s u r r ound i n g s . Nor shou ld I t be too 
ha r sh to ask s tudent s to walk down 
Ins tead of t y i n g up the b u i l d i n g e l e -
vator . 

We must remember t ha t , a l though 
the owners welcomed the c o l l e g e to 
the b u i l d i n g , some o f the tenants were 
somewhat r e l u c t an t to share I t w i th 
the c o l l e g e . The Co l l e ge A d m i n i s t r a -
t i o n was ab le to conv ince these i n d i -
v i d u a l s of the good manners o f the 
s t uden t s . Now I t I s up to the s tudents 
to demonstrate t h e i r own good manners.

The need f o r a f o u r - y e a r mun ic ipa l 
c o l l e g e on S t a t en I s l a n d i s now be ing 
s t u d i e d by a c o n s u l t i n g committee made up

p r i n c i p a l o f M sg r . F a r r e l l H igh S choo l ; 
Borough P r e s i d e n t M a n i s c a l c o ; A r l e i g h B. 
W i l l i a m s o n , I s l a n d member o f the Board of 
H i gher E d u c a t i o n ; Wa l te r L . W i l l i g , 
p r e s i d e n t o f S J . C . C . ; and Moses S o r o l a , 
McKee H igh School p r i n c i p a l . The com-
m i t t e e ' s r e p o r t w i l l p robab l y be com-
p l e t e d in s i x or seven weeks.

C . a f o u r - y e a r 
c o l l e g e or in u s i n g the new campus of the 
community c o l l e g e f o r a sepa ra te f o u r -
year u n i t was that the S t a t e U t i i v e r s i t y 
o f New York would not permit a l t e r i n g a 
community c o l l e g e to a f o u r - y e a r i n s t i -
t u t i o n , o r hav i n g two c o l l e g e s use the 
same campus and b u i l d i n g s . Boro P r e s i -
dent M a n i s c a l c o sugges ted that the S t a t e 
might r e l e a s e the two-year community c o l -
l e ge to the c i t y a s pa r t o f the C i t y U n l -
v e r s l t y . '

Women are not a l lowed to wear 
s l a c k s dur ing the term, except when 
the temperature goes below 30°. 
White s h o r t s or s l a c k s a re p r o h i b i t e d . 
Men are not to wear dungarees, s h o r t s 
or bermudas, s h i r t s w i thout a c o l l a r 
and s h i r t t a i l s which a re not s p e c i -
f i c a l l y meant to be worn ou t . 

Because good d re s s h a b i t s a re 
one of the mainstays of o b t a i n i n g 
and keeping a p o s i t i o n in the bus -
i ne s s wor ld , women s tudent s in the 
Bu s i ne s s Curr icu lum must wear a d r e s s 
or a s k i r t and b louse . Men must wear
